DALLAS Makes Candidacy Official – Qualifies Monday for Dunwoody Mayor

Campaign Kickoff Celebration Scheduled at Cafe Intermezzo 
August 26, 2011 – (DUNWOODY, GA) Backed by years of dedicated civic experience and a growing core of Dunwoody residents and civic leaders, local business attorney Bob Dallas formally kicks off his race for Dunwoody Mayor this Monday, August 29 at 5:30pm at Cafe Intermezzo in Dunwoody.  With a longstanding commitment to conservative, common sense problem-solving, Bob Dallas is a 27-year resident of Dunwoody working for the betterment of the community.
Known for his many public service and advocacy roles on behalf of the people of Dunwoody, Bob Dallas is currently Chairman of Dunwoody's Planning Commission, Executive Board Member of the Dunwoody Chamber of Commerce, and served as Stakeholder Representative for the Dunwoody Transportation Plan.  Dallas proudly served as one of five members of the 'Dunwoody YES!' Board which encouraged local voters to approve cityhood by a mandate of more than 80%.
Says Dallas, "It was just a few short years ago that our first mayor represented this same 'Dunwoody Spirit' that makes our new City work.  That spirit of service will serve as a legacy for many generations to come and I hope to embody that legacy as Dunwoody's next candidate for mayor."  Today supporters are saying Bob Dallas has the public safety, legal, planning, economic and managerial experience to implement their common goals for the future of the City of Dunwoody.  And with five boys, Dallas also has a keen interest in the quality of Dunwoody’s schools.
The Dallas campaign will run by this basic premise, "Respecting Dunwoody's Past, Building Dunwoody's Future".   It's a pledge that encompasses the candidate's four main commitments to successfully balance Dunwoody's business and neighborhood needs:  

-  To Keep Taxes Low with NO Millage Increase,

-  To Support Public Safety for Safe Streets and Neighborhoods,

-  To Protect Neighborhood Zoning, and

-  To Improve Our Roads and Parks
Combining conservative leadership with a vision we can trust, Bob Dallas is uniquely qualified to take on these crucial tasks as Dunwoody's new mayor.  Every commitment Bob Dallas has made to the people of Dunwoody is backed by years of dedicated experience.
- His expertise with local tax and millage rate issues came while he co-chaired Citizens for DeKalb County Property Tax Relief, a group that successfully fought to give local Dunwoody homeowners the Homestead Option Sales Tax (HOST) property tax exemption.  "Because we won and big government interests lost," says Dallas, "all Dunwoody homeowners continue to pay less in property taxes to this day."  Dallas also notes “because HOST revenues are projected to come in for Dunwoody higher than anticipated by about $2 million, Dunwoody can accelerate its street paving under the Transportation Plan.”  
- While director of the Governor's state highway safety office during two terms, Dallas was responsible for coordinating statewide traffic enforcement campaigns with more than 500 law enforcement agency partners, including the Dunwoody Police Department.  "Together we made Georgia's highways and neighborhood roadways safer places to live and drive," says Dallas.  "We significantly reduced Georgia crash deaths while using fewer state dollars."
- Dallas has spent years fighting on behalf of neighborhood zoning.  He served over twelve years as DeKalb County Commissioner Elaine Boyer's planning commissioner and more recently, he was appointed by Dunwoody Mayor Ken Wright to the Dunwoody Planning Commission where he serves as Chairman. "Here we've created business character area plans that manage the growth of our Dunwoody commercial districts and protect our single family home neighborhoods," says Dallas, "And we put effective code enforcement tools in place along with zoning land use plans that reflect and protect the vision of Dunwoody citizens."
- As former President of the Spruill Center for the Arts, Dallas learned first-hand lessons about the need for city park improvements and how they should be responsibly managed by involved citizens.  His working knowledge as a former Board Member of the Dunwoody Home Owners Association lead to his pledge to place the quality of Dunwoody citizens' lives first by restricting the widening of neighborhood roads, quality growth and protecting our single family home neighborhoods.
